Mental Health First Aid Awareness Course. We are offering an introductory course
covering ¢ What mental health is and how to challenge stigma ¢ a basic knowledge of some
common mental health issues ¢ an introduction to looking after your own mental health and
maintaining wellbeing (though obviously this kind of course will not be able to give attention
to participants' specific problems), and ¢ confidence to support someone in distress or who may
be experiencing a mental health issue. The course will take place in the Parish Room on
Saturday, 11" January from 10.00 am - 2.30 pm, including a half hour break for lunch. There
will be a mix of presentations, group discussions and workshop activities, delivered by Gary
Peake who offers similar training to local companies.
